There are 4 seasons in a year – 
Spring, Summer, Autumn and 

Winter.  
 

Four Seasons are formed in one 
year due to the Earth travelling 

around the Sun.  
 

In Spring the weather usually turns 
warmer, trees begin to grow their 
leaves, plants start to flower and 
young animals such as chicks and 

lambs are born.  
 

In the U.K, Summer has the longest 
days and the highest temperatures.  

 
Autumn is the time when deciduous 

trees shed their leaves.  
 

In the U.K, Winter is the season 
with the shortest days and the
